 President Ellen Johnson Sirleaf on Monday, May 9, commended the EU for its immense and 

generous contributions to Liberia’s recovery while saluting the Europeans for their collective 

efforts in the fight against Ebola. Speaking during the Europe Day celebration, which 

historically commemorates Schuman’s Declaration, she said the Schuman’s Declaration is 

not only perceived as a founding text of European integration, but also an encouragement 

for the continued promotion of world peace. The declaration, she added is very inspirational 

in content: “World peace cannot be safeguarded without the making of creative efforts 

proportionate to the dangers which threaten it”.
